Revenues related to other Governement of Alberta have decreased by 15.2% as a result of a changing grant structure with RCSD. Fees, Fundraising and Other
Sales and Services revenues are expected to increase due to student enrolments.

ECS Program expenses are increasing by 15.8% as a result of significant growth in ECS programming. Enrolments increased 7.2% from prior year.
